Isaiah 3:9

The expression of their faces bears witness against them. And they display their sin
like Sodom; Woe to them! They do not even conceal it. For they have brought evil on
themselves.

Just after midnight on January first, same-sex couples through out New Hampshire will
gather at the State House steps to celebrate new civil union laws. Rev. Mary Wellemeyer
of the Unitarian Universalist Church in Manchester will perform the group ceremony.
Organizers are recruiting other officials so that couples can make vows, should they so
choose. All of this became possible, because the New Hampshire Legislature passed a
civil unions bill this year paving the way for same-sex couples to enter a legally binding
relationship that mirrors a marriage between a man and woman. Governor John Lynch in
May signed the bill into law.
